[image: image6.png]Well, now that you asked, a cosmic trampoline always flings you ina
straight line after you spin-jump on it. According to Newton's law of
motion, you keep flying upward in a straight line until a force acts
upon you; you have o get caught into a planet's gravity (or in this case,
moon's gravity) to land on it safely. By the way, cosmic trampolines are
powerful enough o fling you at one third the speed of light. The speed
is so fast that it's safer to aim these special frampolines af celestial

bodies with weak gravities, otherwise the impact of your landing would
be life-threatening!
